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God, Father in the ruble,  
concrete, dust and tin 

 
 On Sunday, February 26th in Haiti, I 
became the Godfather for a dear friend’s 
baby boy.  Jones and his wife asked me when 
their son was born if I would be their son’s 
Godfather and I gladly accepted. The baby’s 
name is Roberts Jones Ismael.  I attended a 
church service where Roberts was dedicated 
to God and I was able to accept the Godfa-
ther responsibilities.  The church building 
that Jones attends is no longer standing, so 
they have service in a place that children also 
attend classes.  It is sheets of metal for walls 
held up by wooden polls.  The roof is the 
same.  The building is open on one side, so 
essentially you are outside.  The school 
benches and desks double as pews and the 
place is packed with people. 

 In the front of the church, a bench 
was reserved for us.  The bench is hard, the 
temperature is hot and I was warm wearing a 
tie.  There is still rubble and concrete dust 
from the earthquake two years ago.  A gen-
erator purrs away and drop cords are run to 
power a small but effective sound system.  I 

have always joked that when a Haitian 
church gets going, God stops all he is doing 
and listens...smiling!   
 It was a wonderful service, lasting a 
bit too long.  I was asked to address the con-
gregation at the end of the service when little 
Roberts was dedicated.  His parents were 
brought forth and the pastor took the baby, 
anointing his head, hands, and feet with oil.  

It was very 
touching. Jones 
addressed the 
congregati on 
and it seemed 
that all prom-
ised to help to 
raise little Rob-
erts as their 

own.  After church, my tie quickly came off 
and we went to eat and celebrate with the 
family.  What a blessed afternoon. 
 I think that Roberts is likely the most 
beautiful little boy in Carrefour.  I love our 
kids in Haiti like my own, and now we have 
one more.  We are all in this great family of 
God together!
